Try to use an ultrasonic sensor to have the robot move only when someone is in front of it.

You can add a piece at the end 
of the arm to act as a hand.

The ultrasonic sensor looks like eyes 
and can automate movement.

You can connect “X” shaped pieces to make a 
scissor lift for the extendable arm.
