+ Asking your students to slowly hold their

+ Asking your students to share photos/
videos instead of livestream, and share their
thoughts in writing instead of audio

* Asking your students to send you their code
so you can apply it to your build for a video
demonstration

+ Asking your students to go around, sharing
one success they’ve had and one challenge
they’re facing on their current task

+ Providing your students with a discussion
checklist, outlining which topics to discuss,
before launching the breakout rooms

+ Assigning roles within the groups — one
being the “status reporter” responsible for
updating you on the group’s progress when
you join their breakout room

* Inviting students in need of extra support
to a breakout room for additional guidance
while the others begin their tasks

+ Hosting virtual office hours or 1-to-1 check-
ins with students before the online lesson
to review their progress on assignments,
troubleshoot tech issues, pre-teach, etc.

+ Providing a checklist of places the students
can look to for help (e.g., peers, reference
documents)

+ Using discussion threads during online
lessons as a place where students can ask
questions across groups

+ Establishing a procedure for how groups
can ask for help when you're with another
group

+ Encouraging students to practice paying
attention to and learning from their peers
during collaborative worktime
